On this week’s agenda is a presentation concerning the third annual
Payson Citizens Leadership Academy. Jan Parsons of Arizona Public
Service Company, which co-sponsors the event with the Town of
Payson, will outline the program.

As in the first two years of the Academy, we could very aptly refer
to the program as Local Government 101. [t’s open to all Town of
Payson residents at least 18 years of age or seniors in high school.
Class size is limited to 25 students. There is no fee for
participation.

October 21 - Facilities tour
November 2 - Planning; building; economic development
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November 9 - Chamber of Commerce; community
voluntarism; Council operating procedures;
boards, committees and commissions;
graduation

Refreshments are served at all functions; dinner is included with
the September 21 and November 9 sessions, lunch with the October
21 facilities tour.
