T move to authorize the Town Manager (P&R Director) to proceed with the purchase of playground equipment and
related materials in the amount of approximately $72,000.

OR

Authorize staff to proceed with phase 1 and phase 2 of the Rumsey Park playground equipment. Phase 2 will be
funded from the development impact fees in the 2007/2008 budget.

SUMMARY OF THE BASIS FOR POSSIBLE MOTION:

This recommendation is consistent with direction adopted in the 2003 Town of Payson General Plan Update. The
Parks section identifies Rumsey Park improvements as goal #1. The 2006/2007 budget provides funding from the
P&R impact fees.

Phase 1 is approximately $72,000; the remaining balance will be carried over and applied to Phase 2 (2-12 year olds
traditional equipment). Phase 2 ($81,000) is requested in the 2007/2008 budget from park impact fees. Phase 2
requires approximately $50,000 additional for completion.

This project has been broken into three phases due to budgetary constraints and the desire to install the right
equipment that meets current safety standards, park design trends, and the desire to provide a unique park experience.

Intermediate Play Area Phase 1--$72,000; Children’s Play Area Phase 2—$81,000; and Teen Area Phase 3--$96,000
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COUNCIL DECISION REQUEST
PROS:

o Installs new play equipment at an improved location that is suitable for additional created by Payson growth.

e Installs equipment and fall zone area that meets or exceeds Certified Product Safety Commission (CPSC) and
ADA guidelines for accessibility.

e Phase 1, installs innovative play equipment that encourages use by kids 5-12 years and older. This age group
has been identified as needing additional programs in the 2007/2008 Payson Goal Plan (PGP).

e Unable to complete all three phases at this time due to budget constraints.

e The original play equipment budget was $100,000 but to adequately use the area set aside for play equipment
$100,000 is not enough.

e The playground is part of the town’s general plan but a parks master plan or CIP program has not been
updated to include the project.

e The delay in construction has caused a modest decrease in purchasing power. The longer we wait the more it
will cost to purchase.

a. Schematic Drawings: After discussion, Vice Chair Wilson moved, seconded by
Member Rutter to approve the schematic drawings for the new play area and proceed
to Town Council for action. Motion carried; 5-0

b. Phasing Plan: After discussion, Vice Chair Wilson moved, seconded by Member
Rutter to recommend installing as much equipment as possible starting with the
elementary aged rock climbing area, then the preschool aged play equipment, and
finally the teen rock climbing and ropes area. Motion carried; 5-0.

c. Rocket: After discussion, Vice Chair Wilson moved, seconded by Member Rutter to
limit the Town’s risk and remove the rocket during the new playground installation
process. Motion carried; 5-0.

d. Play Equipment Near Skate Park: After discussion, Member Rutter moved, seconded
by Chair Tenny, to make the necessary repairs to the play equipment and leave it until
the master plan determines the equipment’s future. Motion carried; 5-0.

¢. Play Equipment Near New Area: After discussion, Vice Chair Wilson moved,
seconded by Member Rutter to remove the equipment and discard after a 90 day
waiting period.

3. Tennis Courts— The committee discussed the pros and cons of removing the basketball
hoops from the tennis courts. Member Ingram moved to remove the basketball standards
from the tennis courts at the time of resurfacing. The motion died for lack of a second.
Member Rutter moved, seconded by Vice Chair Wilson to leave the hoops and resurface the
tennis courts. The motion carried, 3-1-1, with Member Ingram dissenting and Chair Tenny
abstaining.

4. Rumsey West Parking— Member Ingram moved, seconded by Member Rutter to
recommend to Council and requesting Council Contingency Funds to fund an overflow
parking area at Rumsey West. Motion carried; 5 - 0.

5. Green Valley Park—Dance floor: Member Rutter moved, seconded by Member Sahno to
recommend approval of the dance floor at Green Valley Park to the Water Department,
Sanitary District and the Town Council providing the funding is available from cement
donations or other Town funding sources such as Town Contingency Funds. Motion carried; 5
-0.

6. Public Input—Comments, complaints, etc.
There was committee discussion concerning complaints about parking on the boat ramp at the
west end of the park interfering with boats. Mr. Manchester will investigate for the
committee.

The Rumsey Park Playground schematic is ready for approval. The schematic drawing is based
on the board discussion during the February meeting. During the meeting I will ask the board to
approve the schematic drawings for the new play area. The board’s recommendation will be
presented to Town Council for approval to proceed. The project’s outcome is based on the needs
of the park not solely on the cost. A phased approach will be required to complete the entire plan.
After board approval we will be able to get better cost estimates for town council to consider.

Items for Requested Action

1. Approve the Schematic
The plans as presented include separate areas for teens, elementary aged, and preschool aged
children. There is separation but appropriate connection for parents to monitor their children
in the various age groups from one convenient location. The rock theme blends nicely with
the natural surroundings of the area. There are several final design and installation standards
that will require staff decisions.

The next step will be to present to town council for consideration in the form of CDR
(Council Decision Request). Basically authorizing staff to proceed and either bid and/or order
the equipment. Once ordered, delivery will take 6-8 weeks. Site preparation will require staff
(or contract labor time). A park dedication could be scheduled for Labor Day weekend.

Board Action
Staff recommendation is to approve the schematic drawing and proceed to town
council for action.



2. Develop a phasing plan
It is likely the department will not have enough money available to complete the
entire area out of the 2006/2007 budget year (about $90,000 available). We will be
$50,000-$65,000 short of final completion. The additional funding could be requested
out of the 2007/2008 budget year but will require council approval during the budget

process.

Board Action

Staff recommends installing as much equipment as possible starting with
the elementary aged rock climbing area, then the preschool aged play
equipment, and finally the teen rock climbing and ropes area.

3. The Rocket

The rocket does not meet current playground safety standards. Often, equipment can be
grandfathered in to current safety standards limiting the town’s risk (liability). Since this
piece of equipment has been modified and moved to the current location the town has
accepted more risk than usual (or advised) by keeping the rocket in the park.

Board Action

To limit the town'’s risk the rocket should be removed during the new
playground installation process. Store the equipment for 90 days and then
recycle the metal. (Removal during the cover of darkness may be required
to avoid public outcry©).

4. Play equipment near skate park

This equipment is designed for preschool and elementary aged kids. After minor repairs
are made the equipment is modern enough to remain. The board discussion in February
was to install new equipment and not use the old equipment in the new area. And since
there are not as many complaints from people about the skate park the equipment can be
repaired and remain at its present location.

The department master plan will shed some light on the future for the park and the issue
can be revisited at that time.

Board Action
Make necessary repairs to the equipment and leave it until master plan
determines the equipment’s future.

5. Play Equipment Near New Area

This equipment is “tired” and has served the town very well. Choices include leaving the
equipment, removing the equipment, or storing the equipment for future use. It is unlikely
that we will want to install the old equipment in a new park. The area could be used for
convenient parent parking or just buffer area to separate the road from the equipment.

Board Action
Remove and discard the equipment after 90 days waiting period.
