MINUTES OF THE PUBLIC MEETING
NOVEMBER 8§, 2012

Chairman Bossert called the duly posted public meeting of the Building Advisory Meeting Time
Board to order at 6:02 p.m. in the Town Council Chambers. & Place

MEMBERS PRESENT: Ralph Bossert; Bret Balog; Herm Holtz; Rob Myer; Bill Roll Call
Easton; and Todd Brahm. ABSENT: Gary deSzendefty

STAFF PRESENT: Bob Lockhart, Fire Marshal; Marty deMasi; Fire Chief; and Staff Present
Chris Floyd, Executive Assistant.

Bill Easton moved, seconded by Bret Balog, to approve the minutes of the August Approval of
27, 2012 meeting, page 449-450. Minutes

Motion carried 5-0. (Todd Brahm was not present for this vote)

Marty deMasi, Fire Chief, commented that the Board had asked for a cost estimate 2012 IWUIC
for implementing the Wildland Code. He stated that it depends on what the

conditions are in terms of fire hazard rating and what it’s going to take to treat

those in the vegetation management part. It also depends on the construction class

in regards to the roof and possible exterior wall and also the water supply. Mr.

DeMasi noted that the additional cost could be minimal or a lot.

Mr. deMasi also commented that the Board had asked if the hazard rating was less
than 40 what were the requirements. He replied that in Section 503.1 it states that
it would be a category 3 ignition resistance construction in the wildland area.

Chairman Bossert stated that he had concerns with adopting this code for over half
of the Town that would have more requirements than other areas.

It was suggested that fire contact other jurisdictions that have adopted this code and
see what the cost effect was on new construction.

It was also asked if a design professional would be required to submit drawings.
The code says that the code official may require a design professional. Bob
Lockhart, Fire Marshal, commented that if a design professional designed the
project then it would expedite the process.

There was further discussion regarding possible additional fees, impact on existing

homes, remodels in the wildland area, vegetation management, and replacement
roofs.
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Marty deMasi, Fire Chief, began reviewing the proposed amendments to the
Wildland-Urban Interface Code then the Fire Marshal took over.

There was discussion regarding the proposed wildland area map.

Chairman Bossert moved that the Board not consider adopting the Wildland-Urban Motion to Not

Interface Code at this time. Adopt —No
Second

The motion died due to a lack of a second.

Todd Brahm commented that he would like to adopt the code and move forward.
He felt that something needs to be done.

Marty deMasi, Fire Chief, stated that research needed to be done regarding the
impact of the Wildland Code on the community, fee schedule from other
communities that have adopted this code, some of the roof construction features,
and existing structures in a wildland area for exterior changes.

A Bob Lockhart, Fire Marshal, stated that the proposed changes to the Fire Code have 2012 IFC
been adopted for at least the last two (2) code cycles. The only change in #3 is the
inclusion of UL 325 and ASTM F 2200 standards. He said that stair risers were
eliminated in the Fire Code and is either in the Residential Code or the Building
Code. Also dropped were pool fences, staircase winders, and stair tread which are
handled by a different code.

B With no further items on the agenda, Chairman Bossert adjourned the Building Adjournment
Advisory Board meeting at approximately 7:38 p.m.
