Jeanie Langham stated she had endured barking dogs for fifteen years. Ms.
Langham explained several years ago she had met with the Animal Control
Officer and tried to resolve this problem. Ms. Langham felt the peace and
enjoyment of their home was affected and that citizens had been ignored about this
problem. Ms. Langham stated officers have found her complaints were unfounded
and requested a meeting with staff and representatives from the courts to be held
within a month. Ms. Langham believed government needed to be held accountable.

They were now in the
field training program and would be out at the end of September.

Cameron Davis, Parks, Recreation and Tourism Director, announced the past
couple of months the department has had great success with special events.
The next major event was the United States Team Roping Championships
July 19th to July 21st . The event was free and started at 9:00 a.m. each
morning. The fast pitch girl softball tournament had around twenty five
teams. Mr. Davis had met with a group called the Fire Ball Run

who interviewed the Mayor and would allow Payson to host one hundred and
fifty Fire Ball Runners in September.

Council Member Blair announced he was wearing a shirt from a recent
League conference that said "the new college town for Mesa" because he
was hopeful that Payson would be the newest college town next year.
Council Member Blair stated the Mayor would speak at the Democrat’s
meeting next week about the college.

Town Manager, hoped to have a decision made by the end of September.
Council Member Blair asked if that decision would come to the Council. Mr.
Garrett replied yes.

2. Council Decision Request filed by LaRon Garrett, Assistant Town
Manager, to award the Construction Contract for the C.C. Cragin Bulk
Surface Water Line Construction on Tyler Parkway for a total bid price of
$284,085.00 with the final project cost being based on actual field measured
quantities and authorize the Mayor to sign all necessary contract documents.

Mayor Evans stated the challenge was that six years ago there was a local
preference and the Council could consider that if the low bid was within five
percent of the next low bid. New legislation was that it had to be awarded to
the lowest responsible bidder. Tim Wright, Town Attorney, stated yes, the
local preference was taken away.

LaRon Garrett, Assistant Town Manager, explained this bid was for the bulk
surface water line and would continue down Tyler Parkway. Pierson
Construction was the lowest, responsible bidder and were ready to get started
on the project.

Council Member Blair noted he had considered awarding the bid to CJ
Excavating, but had found it was a State law that the lowest bid had to be
accepted and reluctantly Council Member Blair accepted the wisdom of the
State Legislature.

Mayor Evans believed local preference was a very real and positive thing
and wished it could be brought back.

Motion: to award the Construction Contract for the C.C. Cragin Bulk
Surface Water Line Construction on Tyler Parkway for a total bid price of
$284,085.00 with the final project cost being based on actual field measured
quantities and authorize the Mayor to sign all necessary contract documents.
Moved by Council Member Ed Blair, seconded by Council Member John
Wilson.

Council Member Carpenter noted when an item was put out to bid if it came
in at a certain percentage in the engineers estimate it did not have to go to
Council. Mr. Wright replied yes Council could do that, but it was also nice to
go back to Council. Council Member Blair realized the Council was not
comparing CJ Excavating and Pierson Construction’s work and wanted the
project to go forward. Council Member Connell understood that Pierson was
not local, but was using some local workers and renting houses in Payson.
Mr. Garrett responded yes Pierson was using local people and renting houses
in Payson. Mayor Evans explained that did not matter and Council had to go
with the lowest bidder. Mr. Wright agreed the Council had to go with the
lowest bidder. Council Member Wilson believed the Council could recognize
that Pierson was hiring local people and renting houses in Payson.
