Sheila DeSchaaf, Planning and Development Director/Acting Town Manager
explained Items 3 and 4 were related and the funds would allow the trail to
be created for the American Gulch Project. The land owners would be able to
use the improvements to count towards open space. Council Member
Carpenter inquired if the Town had budgeted to construct this. Ms. DeSchaaf
replied the path was under construction and volunteer labor would take over
landscaping. Council Member Croy asked if the section inbetween this and
Green Valley Park was under construction and if going towards the lake
there was any plan for grading or a foot path. Ms. DeSchaaf explained the
biggest problem was getting across McLane Road, it would have to be a
bridge. Council Member Croy inquired if there was a path from McLane
Road up to Westerly. Ms. DeSchaaf replied there was a conceptional plan.
Council Member Croy noted nothing could be done until changes to the land
were made. Ms. DeSchaaf noted there would be a policy at an upcoming
Council meeting for the Community Facilities District. Mayor Evans noted
Items 3 and 4 could be taken together.

2. Council Decision Request filed by David Staub, Fire Chief, to authorize the
Fire Chief to accept the 2015 Assistance to Firefighter's Grant.

David Staub, Fire Chief, noted this was to replace the failing SCBAs and for
training for incident management. The total amount of the grant was
$334,209. The grant required a 5% match by the Town which was a cost of
$15,914. The Federal share was $318,295. Mayor Evans inquired what the
cost was per unit. Chief Staub explained the grant budget was a little under
$7,000 per unit. Mayor Evans asked how many units the Fire

Department would be able to get. Chief Staub replied 43.

Motion: to authorize the Fire Chief to accept the 2015 Assistance to
Firefighter's Grant.

Hope Cribb, Finance Manager, explained this was the last part of the budget
process and it was adopting the formal document. Mayor Evans noted in the
past the Town had a five year strategic plan and asked if this was in the
scope of the strategic plan and what the Town could afford. Ms. Cribb
replied that was correct and the plan did prioritize that. Mayor Evans noted
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the Town has had a strategic plan since he was Mayor and asked if the Town
would continue to follow that model. Ms. Cribb replied yes.

Council Member Carpenter asked if each
of the individual seventeen blocks would have to go through the process
again. Ms. DeSchaaf replied yes. Council Member Carpenter asked if this
was in accordance to when the Council approved the original plat. Ms.
DeSchaaf explained all of the conditions apply to the individual blocks.
